Year 11 and Year 13 Examinations Season 
 
With public examinations taking place for the first time since 2019, we are looking forward to a successful 
summer series, which begins in earnest in early May. External qualifications mean that for most Year 11 and 
Year 13 students, term finishes earlier than usual, on completion of their final exams and after the traditional 
leavers’ events. However, please note that the exam boards have designated Wednesday 29th June 2022 as the 
final exams contingency date. This means that in the event of any disruption, exams can be scheduled to this 
date, or in advance of it.  All students in Years 11 and 13 should be aware that they should not make plans for 
any date prior to the 30th June 2022. 
 
Year 9 Vaccinations 
 
The Vaccination UK Team will be visiting the school the 17th and 24th June 2022 to administer DTP vaccinations 
to all students in year 9. The team will be required to see all students, except for those who have refused the 
vaccination. For any student they do not get a response from, they will attempt to for a verbal consent with 
parents, and if that is not successful, they will do a Gillick competency with the student. Please complete the 
consent form by Friday 9th June.
